third night.

So how would you be able to develop a res-
olute relationship with the holy Quran, one
which would never whither off? How would
you make sure you open it up daily for recita-
tion as well as dedicate some time for its un-
derstanding to derive its barakah in this world
as well as in the hereafter?

Hats off to you! These very concerns are a sign
that you want to befriend your beloved Quran.
So from this issue of Radiance, we have intro-
duced a Quran quiz starting from Surah Fati-
hah. Quiz is always an interesting way to learn
and of course, getting the right answers is not
as important as learning from the ones that
you get wrong. So widen your understanding
of the Book of Allah i&. This journey of learn-
ing would make Quran even dearer to us, be-
come our light in the pits of darkness of life,
be our heart’s joy in the moments of gloom, as
well as would be a shining friend in our graves
when there will be no other friend at all.

Hadhrat Safia .4 belonged to one of the most
respectable Jewish family of Arabia. Her father,
Hayee bin Akhtab was the chief of the tribe of
Banu Nazeer while her ancestral chain linked
her with Prophet Hadhrat Haroon .

She was first married to a famous poet and
Rabbi Salam bin Miskam who later divorced
her. She was then married to a tribal leader and
a harsh opponent of our Prophet £:, Kinaa-
na ibn al Rabi, who was killed by the Muslims
during the Battle of Khyber.

Battle of Khyber became the last nail in coffin
for the military and political power of the Jews.
Many of their people and leaders were killed
making them weak enough to start beating
about the bush and trying to conspire a war
against the Muslims. Many prisoners and ar-
mour were also another benefit of this battle.

An Example of Courage

Hadhrat Safia .« and her sister were among
these prisoners. When they were brought be-
fore the Prophet £, her sister started wailing
and cursing loudly looking at the dead bodies
of their relatives but Hadhrat Safia controlled
her nerves and soberly sat in a corner though
the agony could be seen from her face.

Marriage to Prophet 32

At the time of distribution of the booty,
Hadhrat Dahiya Kalbi asked for a maid servant.
Prophet Muhammad : allowed him to pick
one for himself. He chose Hadhrat Safia. The
companions of the Prophet «: felt that it would
be more suitable if the Prophet & kept her for
himself as she belonged to the most respect-
ed tribes of Jews and was the daughter of the



chief of Banu Nazeer and wife of the chief of
Banu Quraiza.

Hadhrat Muhammad £ was soft hearted and
merciful. He released Hadhrat Safia :% and
gave her a choice: “You are free to return to
your family or if you agree, you can marry me.”

Hadhrat Safia .« opted for the latter offer and
accepted Islam. Her wedding with our honour-
able Prophet £ took place at Khyber.

Results of this Marriage

These marriages of Rasulullah #: have much
wisdom attached to them but these are only
visible to those who look into the real wis-
dom of why Prophet «£: took certain decisions
during the course of his life. His aura is spread
through more than fourteen hundred years
and these visions are visible to those who are
benefitted through that.

Marriage of Hadhrat Safia s to Rasulullah <
brought peace for the Muslims as after that
the Jews did not engage in any war against
the Muslims. The attitude of many of the Jews
changed as they got a chance to see Proph-
et Muhammad & closely. The Apostle of Allah
£ established affinity and a sense of brother-
hood amongst them in a practical way and on
the basis of religion.

Ummul Momineen (Mother of the Be-
lievers)

Hadhrat Safia .« was brought up in a fami-
ly who were harsh opponents of Muhammad
. Her first husband was also well known for

enmity towards the Muslims. She had lost her
family and became the captive of those whom
she had seen her family hating since always.
She might have had a desire for revenge but
Allah £ had different plans and He executes
these plans in the most aesthetic manner.

Three days before Prophet’s & arrival at Khy-
ber, she saw in her dream that a brilliant moon
came from Madinah towards Khyber and fell in
her lap. Later on, she narrated the dream to her
husband who struck her on her face assuming
that she wished for the King of Madinah. She
was a beautiful woman and the marks of this
aggression were seen on her face.

This dream helped her in taking the decision
and she opted to become the wife of the
Blessed Prophet #:. She was elevated to the
Prophet’s £ household with the title, Ummul
Momineen (Mother of the Believers).

Fool-Proof BEST Chocolate Cake with icing
Ingredients:

- 2 cups flour 3

« 1% cup sugar A

- 1" tsp baking powder #

- 1tsp baking soda

« 1tsp vanilla extract

- Yatspsalt

« Y2 cup oil

+ 1cup warm water with
2 tsp coffee dissolved

+ 2eggs

» 1/3 cup cocoa powder

- Y cup chocolate chips/chunks/walnuts
etc (optional)

Method:

Preheat the oven to 180 C. In a medium sized
bowl, sift together the flour, baking powder
and soda, then stir in the salt. In another
bowl, whisk the eggs on high, add the sugar
and whisk for a minute. Add the oil and vanil-
la extract. Sift in the cocoa powder so there
are no lumps. Then slowly add the flour mix-
ture, alternating with the boiling water, and
whisk only until there are no flour streaks.
Do not over mix. Fold in any additions if you
want. Transfer to a greased and floured bak-
ing pan, and bake for about 30-40 minutes
(depending on the size on the pan). Insert a
toothpick and take out the cake if the tooth-
pick comes out clean. Cool for at least 15
minutes before taking out of the pan. Fully
cool before icing.

Icing:

Whisk a packet of Olper’s cream until it
sticks to your whisk when you lift it.
