Qatar begins distributing
cash to Gaza residents

Thousands in impoverished and besieged territory received payments,
which Doha says are aimed at helping the poorest.

Thousands of impoverished
Gazans received $100
payments from Qatar after
the Gulf state brought in
over nine million dollars
in aid funds for the
Palestinian territory.

Hundreds of people
queued at post offices
in the Gaza Strip to each
collect a $100 bill.

Palestinian media earlier
quoted the Qatari
ambassador to Gaza as
saying the money would go
to Gaza’s poor.

“The Qatari grant for
needy families will enter
Gaza Saturday and be
distributed ... to 94,000

families,” Mohammed
al-Emadi was quoted as
saying.

It was reported that
families in Gaza would
receive $400 in total,
paid in four monthly
instalments.

Qatar had pledged to

send $15 million to Gaza
monthly as part of an
informal agreement
between Israel and
Gaza’s Islamist governing
party, Hamas, reached in
November.

Under that deal, Israel
allowed the grants to go
through its territory in
exchange for relative calm
on the Gaza border.

Most of the funds were
to have been used to pay
the salaries of Hamas civil
servants but around five
million dollars monthly
was for impoverished
Gazans.

Today, the word
‘moderation’ has
become very common,
and is used by people for
many things. Sometimes,
it is used for that which
is good, and at times,
it is used for that which
is bad. For example,
you may hear a doctor
saying to a patient, ‘If
you are to consume
intoxicants, then do so
in moderation’. You may
also listen to one saying
to another, ‘You should
not smoke. However, if
you wish to do so, then
smoke in moderation’.
What is strange in both
these statements (which
we often hear) is that
though these vices are
harmful and destructive
to one’s health, yet, the
word moderation is used
to imply something that
is good (which in reality
is not so).

In contrast to this, we
have many instances
where the word
(moderation) is used in
the correct places and
brings about a good
message. For example,
we often hear that
one must be moderate
in eating, sleeping,
exercising and even

working. There are many
other examples which
show that the usage of
the word moderation
brings about a good
meaning and message.

With this brief
explanation, the
question that comes
to mind is, how does
Islam view the concept
of moderation? Is it
accommodated in Islam?
And if it is accepted,
then the question which
needs answering is- What
does ‘being moderate’
means in Islam?

To get a clear
understanding of this,
we must first know that
moderation basically
means ‘to avoid the
extreme’. So, when one
keeps away from going
to the extreme, then it
will be said that he has
adopted moderation.
Extreme here, means
the act of going beyond
the normal or acceptable
limit. It brings about an
action which is done in a
manner that one departs
from the usual and
traditional teachings.

Based on this
understanding, it will be
clearly seen that Islam is

Turkey’s gift of a mosque
sparks fears of ‘neo-
ttomanism’ in Kosovo

in favour of moderation.
It does not only accept
it, but it encourages its
followers to adopt the
moderate path. While
doing so, it discourages,
and at times, prohibits
one from going to the
extreme, in words,
thoughts or actions. Even
while speaking about
the Ummah (nation) of
the Muslims in the Holy
Quran, Allah (SWT) says,

‘And thus We have made
you a moderate Ummah
(nation), so that you
should be witnesses
over the people, and the
Messenger a witness over
you’. (Surah Al Bagarah
verse 143)

Here, the Muslim Ummah
has been characterized
with the quality of being
‘moderate’ or justly
balanced. By highlighting
this outstanding
distinction of the Muslim
nation, it means that the
followers of Islam must
strive to adopt the path
of ‘moderation’, so that
this quality can always
be seen in them. But
what does it mean to be
moderate? Does it mean
that one can go against
the teachings of the Holy

Pristina badly needs a new mosque — but Turkish attempts to court
the young Balkan state with investment and advocacy is making some

uneasy

It is six years since Islamic
leaders and government
officials laid the
cornerstone of Pristina’s
new central mosque - a
slab of stone now hidden
beneath weeds in a parking
lot.

Pulling back the weeds
reveals it is covered with
bright red graffiti - death
threats to Kosovo’s chief
mufti, along with the
words: “No Turkish mosque
or there will be blood.”

There has been controversy
over the design, including
rejection of plans drawn
by esteemed architects in
favour of a hulking carbon

o

copy of any number of
centuries-old, Ottoman-
style mosques.

But now it seems this
spot in the city’s Dardania
district will finally get its
new mosque. Construction
is to begin in spring.

The mosque is a gift from
Turkey to this Balkan
state of 1.8 million,
which celebrated its
10th anniversary of
independence this year.
The decade has been
fraught. Twenty years after
the war with neighboring
Serbia that killed
thousands and displaced
hundreds of thousands

more, Serbia still considers
Kosovo its territory. Some
of the country’s leading
Muslim religious leaders
- Kosovo is 95% Muslim -
say dozens of mosques
that were destroyed still
haven’t been rebuilt.

“In Europe they don’t
have a single village
without a church, but
here in Kosovo is at least
50 villages without a
mosque,” remarks chief
mufti in his offices near
the city’s Imperial Mosque.
On Islamic holidays, the
throng of worshippers at
this Ottoman-era mosque,
built in 1461, often spills
on to the street outside.

Kosovo is still struggling to
carve out a place for itself
in a restive part of Europe
amid poor economic
prospects. The young state
needs all the friends it can
get.

Quran (which he finds too
difficult) and say that he
is being moderate? Does
it mean that one can go
against the teachings of
the Holy Prophet (SAW)
(thinking that these are
outdated) and say that
he is being a moderate
Muslim?

No! Obviously not! In
fact, no sensible, true
and sincere Muslim would
think of adopting such
methods in trying to be
moderate. Moderation
does not mean to go
against the teachings
of Islam in the name of
Modernism. It also does
not mean to give a new
interpretation to the laws
of Islam in order to satisfy
one’s desires. It does not
mean to practice Islam
conveniently, and leave
it out when one thinks
that it does not suit his
time and place.

Instead, moderation
means to follow all the
teachings of Islam, and
to practice them in
accordance to the way
it was given, without
going beyond the limits
which have been set by
Allah and His Messenger
(SAW). A Muslim believes
that Islam is complete
and perfect in all its
teachings. The laws given
in the Holy Quran are
exactly what Allah (SWT)
wanted for the believers.
In a similar manner, the

The first of the
Muhajirun (Emigrants)
to be buried there
was Hazrat Uthman
bin Mazoun (RDA) who
died shortly after the
Prophet (SAW) returned
from the battle of Badr.

«The wives of the
Prophet (SAW), also
known as the Mothers of
the Believers.

teachings of the Holy
Prophet (SAW) are in
accordance to what has
been endorsed by Allah
(SWT) and made as
part of the teachings of
Islam. It is in this regard,
Allah (SWT) has ordered
all Muslims to obey and
follow the Prophet (SAW).

The completion and
perfection of Islam
means that whatever
constitutes its teaching is
exactly what a Muslim is
required to do, as part of
his duty to Allah (SWT).
