100,000% To Help Detroiters
Without Water

Two Islamic organizations are alleviating Detroit’s water crisis
with a generous donation that’ll benefit some of the city’s
poorest residents.

The Muslim community
of Detroit, has donated
$100,000 to the Detroit
Water Fund and Wayne
Metropolitan Community
Action Agency to help the
groups assist Detroiters
with making their water
bill payments.

Beginning last spring,
the city has been shutting
off water for residents
with overdue balances -- a
move the United Nations
deemed a human rights
violation.

More than 31,300
residents have had their
water turned off since
January 2013.

“We are hoping this is
going to be contagious,”
said the CEO of one of the

Muslim organization, in
a statement. “The most

important thing we have

is not our money, it’s our
energy and our enthusiasm,
and it’s our people. Also,
it is important to us in our
faith to help our neighbors.
It is a part of our faith to
help our friends.”

“There are a lot of
frustration and pessimism
among Muslims, and
people of faith in general,
due to the horrific things
that have been done in the
name of God and religion
over the past year,” he
said. “But there are far
more wonderful things
that can be done and that
are being done, inspired by
our faith and our love for
our fellow neighbors.”

« Abu Rayhan Al
Biruni:

(Western
Alberonius)

Al-Biruni is regarded as one
of the greatest scholars
of the medieval Islamic
era and was well versed
in physics, mathematics,
astronomy, and natural
sciences, and also
distinguished himself as a
historian, chronologist and
linguist.

He researched on the
earth’s axis rotation
on its own axis and on
determining the direction
towards Makkah for each
city through calculation of
latitude and longitude and
calculation of the prayer
times.

He isregarded as the Father
of Geodesy- the scientific
discipline that deals with
the measurement and
representation of the earth
in the three dimensional
space. His research also
led to the understanding
of plate tectonics-how the
continents move and shift
over time.

Al-Biruni is one of the

Name-

most important Muslim
authorities on the history
of religion. Al-Biruni was
a pioneer in the study of
comparative religion. He
studied Zoroastrianism,
Judaism, Hinduism,
Christianity, Buddhism,
Islam, and other religions.
He treated religions
objectively, striving to
understand them on their
own terms rather than
trying to prove them
wrong.

He compiled an
encyclopedia known as
the Book of Indian History,
which is considered as one
of the world’s first books
on anthropology.

Better known as Nasir Ad
Din Al Tusi (or simply Tusi in
the West), he was a Persian
and a renowned architect,
astronomer, biologist,
chemist, mathematician,
physician, physicist,
scientist, philosopher and
writer.

In order to achieve social
progression, tolerance
and community cohesion,
it is pivotal that different
groups within our society
are able to discuss their
differences without
abusing or transgressing the
boundaries of free speech,
which will inevitably lead
to animosity. With this
objective in mind, recently
a ‘Don’t Hate, Debate!’
campaign is being led by an
Islamic organization aimed
at creating a platform
for people of all faiths
and none, to engage in
positive and compassionate
dialogue, without resorting
to insults as a starting point
of communication has been
started.

This campaign also seeks
to get Muslims to come
together behind the
campaign to show unity and
defend the honour of our
beloved Prophet g in the
best possible way.

In light of the recent Paris
incident, which lead to the
death of ten journalists,
Muslims once again find
themselves at the centre
of attention regarding the
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whole freedom of speech
debate. Before we look into
how Islam promotes and
advocates open dialogue
at all level of societies,
the origin and concepts of
freedom of speech must
first be looked into.

What is meant
by Freedom of
Speech?

Free speech rose in
Europe as a response to an
arbitrary role; as a response
to restriction on human
development and intellect
development troops. The
purpose of free speech is to
pursue truth accountability.
It is clear that the major
objective of free speech
is to establish justice and
accountability of human
progressions. Are those
objectives the same today
or is it now a part of double
standards?

In France - and other
European states - it is
a crime to deny the
Holocaust, but not other
genocides. Muslims are
disproportionately held
under surveillance. Wearing
religious signs or clothing
in schools is forbidden, as
is the face veil in public
places, and Islamic prayers
in the streets.

The media has largely
glossed over such
limitations in France
and other countries that
claim unrestricted free
expression.

Also largely absent, though
crucial, isacknowledgement
of the double standards in
applying free speech.

As in the past, there is more
discussion of Muslims than
with them. An example is
the BBC’s flagship political
debate programme,
Question Time, which
fielded a panel of five
talking about the Paris
attacks without a single
Muslim.

Amid round-the-clock
coverage of the shootings,
reprisal attacks against
Muslims have been
remarkably under-reported,
as have other deadly
attacks against civilians
and suppression of free
speech worldwide. Violent
incidents in Nigeria and
Yemen in the last week led
to far more civilian deaths

than in Paris (up to 2,000 in
Nigeria), but they were not
deemed as newsworthy.

Islam grants human beings
total intellectual freedom.
