World Bank Signs Deal for

Development of Islamic Finance

Earlier this year, reports said that Islamic banking and finance could exceed $2.5 trillion of
assets in 2015 as the industry extended its reach into new international markets.

The World Bank has
sighed a Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU) with
the General Council for
Islamic Banks and Financial
Institutions (CIBAFI) to help
the global development
of Islamic finance.
Islamic finance can be an
effective tool for financing
development, in both
Muslim and non-Muslim
countries, CIBAFI said.
The two organizations will
cooperate in generating

and disseminating
information about Islamic
finance, encouraging
research and promoting
awareness, CIBAFlsaid. The
head of Islamic finance at
the World Bank, said: “This
signing underscores the
World Bank’s commitment
to the development of the
Islamic financial services
industry. As the industry
expands, it will inevitably
impact the way global
finance evolves to support

real sector economic

shared prosperity.”
“We look forward to

act1v1ty and contribute to

addressing the chal[enges
of ending extreme
poverty and boosting

working closely with
CIBAFI to strengthen the
institutional foundations

of Islamic finance,
enhance regulatory and
supervisory frameworks,
and share sound practices
and lessons of experience
in the industry, including
sound practices relating
to business practices, risk
management and market
development,” he said.
Earlier this year, reports
said that Islamic banking
and finance could exceed
§2.5 trillion of assets
in 2015 as the industry

extended its reach
into new international
markets. In January, the
chief executive of Dubai
based AlHuda Centre
of Islamic Banking and
Economics (CIBE) said that
there are more than 1,500
organizations working for
Islamic banking, finance,
takaful, sukuk, Islamic
funds and micro-finance
in more than 90 countries,
some 40% of which are
non-Muslim nations.

Moscow Becoming Europe’s
Largest Muslim City

The presence of Muslims in Moscow prompted large
number of reverts to Islam among ethnic Russians.

With an official population
of 12.5 million, Russia’s
capital is now home
to at least 1.5 million
Muslims, according to a
recent report. In Moscow,
Muslims, either Russian-
born or immigrant, secular
or practicing, don’t feel
welcome. With only six
mosques in the large city,
attempts to build new
ones have been met with
protests and rallies. There
are only two halal hotels in
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the city that sees millions
of visitors a year. The city’s
only Muslim gym and health
clinic closed down shortly
after opening. Despite the
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large number of Muslim
population in the city,
there are only a handful
of Muslim kindergartens
or schools. “They are

far to get to and there
are too few of them,” a
representative of Limpopo,
a small network of Muslim
kindergartens, told a
news channel. “Moscow is
slowly adapting to being
Europe’s largest Muslim
city, and Muslims are
gradually adapting to it.”
The presence of Muslims
in Moscow prompted large
number of reverts to Islam
among ethnic Russians.

Takbir-e-Tashriq

Beginning from the Fajr
of the 9th Zulhijjah up to
the Asr prayer of the 13th,
it is obligatory on each

Muslim to recite the Takbir
of Tashriq after every fard
prayer in the following
words.
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According to authentlc
Islamic sources, it is
obligatory on each Muslim,
to recite this Takbir
after every fard salah.
For women also, it is
commendable though not
obligatory. Whether one
is performing salah with

Jama ah (collectwely) or
on one’s own (individually)
makes no difference. One
must recite the Takbir.
However, male Muslims
should recite it in a loud
voice, while females
should recite it in a low
voice.

» The fifth pillar of Islam
“Hajj” is performed in this
sacred month. The first
ten days of Zul-Hijjah are
the most virtuous days in
this whole month, Hajj is
performed amongst these
ten days.

« Hadhrat Abu Haraira
h reports from the Holy
Prophet g9

‘Amongst all days there

are none better to engage
in sole worship of Allah
than in the ten days of
Zul-Hajjah, To observe a
fast on any of these days
is equivalent to fasting
throughout the year, to
actively engage in prayer
and worship throughout
any of these nights holds
such rewarding values
leveling with “night of
power” (Laylatul-Qadr)’
(Tirmizi)
The first ten days of Zul-
Hajjah are extremely
sacred and good deeds are
most beloved to Allah < in
these ten days.

Our Prophet g said,

‘No good deeds done on
other days are superior to
those done on these (first
ten days of Zul- Hajja).”
Then some companions
of the Prophet said, “Not
even Jihad?” He replied,
“Not even Jihad”, except
that of a man who does it
by putting himself and his
property in danger (for
Allah’s sake) and does not
return with any of those
things.’ (Bukhari)

» Hadhrat Abi Qataadah
h reports in a part
narration from the Holy
Prophet g concerning the
fast observed on the day of
Arafaat:

‘I have full confidence
in Allah for the one who
observes a fast on the
day of Arafaat that his
previous year’s sins and the
proceeding year’s sins are
forgiven.’” (Muslim)

The month of Ramadan
is long gone, it came and

In the
meanwhile, those blessed
with the invitation from
Allah c to perform the
sacred pilgrimage to Hajj,
prepare for the most
important journey of their
lives.

While flights have already
started departing for
Hajj, Hujjaj all over the
world wait impatience,
anxiety, curiosity, and over
whelmed hearts for the
day when they will collect
in the plains of Arafat and
seek forgiveness and from

Allah ©€ and complete one
of the biggest obligatory
ibadat of a Muslim life.

Hajj, indeed, is a no small
feat. It is a form of worship
that requires physical,
spiritual and financial
input from a person. The
rewards one gains in return
are also than in keeping
with the greatness of the
pilgrimage.

When a Momin has finished
performing all the rituals
of Hajj as they were
prescribed by Allah ¢ and
in the manner that Allah
c loves, he has the hope
that his Lord will forgive all
his sins, as the Prophet g
promised in the Hadith, *

Bukhari, 1449; Muslim,
1350).

is replete with profound
meanings  about life,
worship and realities of
faith, especially the love
and awe of Allah c.

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There are only two lunar
months between the end
of Ramadan, the month of
fasting and of the Quran,
and the beginning of Dhul-
Hijjah, literally the “month
of the Hajj.” This means
that the two Eids or annual
festivals of Islam, which are
associated with Ramadan
and the Hajj, occur within
a quarter of the year,
leaving over nine months
without a major festival.
Imam Ibn  Taymiyyah
observed that Allah c
thus invites His guests
for the Hajj immediately
after they have been
purified and cleansed by
the magnificent month of
fasting, prayers, charity,
discipline and the inner
struggle that is Ramadan.

It is apure
devotion for
Allah c

Since Hajj is an issue of
ibadaat (worship), the
intention needs to be
for the sake of Allah c
alone. If it is done to gain
a reputation or status in
the community and return
with the title ‘Hajji’ or for
any other reason, the Hajj
will not be accepted. It
has been narrated that our

“In later days, the
people will go for Hajj
but their object will be
four: the rulers will go
for holiday, the rich for
trade and commerce,
the poor for begging,
and the learned for
name and fame.” (Imam
Ghazali, Ihya ulum ad deen
- Kitab al asrar al hajj)

The money that one saves
to perform the Hajj must
be from the halal sources.
Money which the Muslim
has no right to earn, such as
the money which is stolen
or from interest bearing
accounts or the selling of
haram products cannot be
used to perform the Hajj.

It is related from At-
Tabarani that the Prophet
g said,

“When a person leaves
for Hajj with good
provisions, places his
foot in the stirrup (of
his mount) and calls,
“Labbayka  Allahumma
Labbayk” Here | am at
Your service, O Allah!
Herelamat Your service],
he is called from the
heavens: “Labbayka wa
Sa’'dayk [may your call
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be your reward], your
sustenance is halal, your
riding animal is halal, and
your Hajj is accepted.”
And when he leaves with
corrupt provisions and
places his foot in the
stirrup (of his mount) and
says, “Labbayk”, he is
called from the heavens,
“La Labbayka wa la
sa'dayk [may your call

happiness not be your
reward], your provision
is haram, your expenses
are haram and your Hajj
is not accepted.” (Al
Mu’jam al-Awsat by at-
Tabarani 5224)

Lastly..

We need to understand
very clearly that the Hajj
is not a replacement

obligations and is not
something to make up for
shortfalls in other areas
where Islamic duties are
not being adhered to. It
is in fact something which
is the pinnacle of Islamic
worships and an obligation
like any other. Hajj
completes the obligations
and is not there to replace
them.
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
