Excessive use of Social Networking sites could
lead to poor impulse control

Nearly 90 per cent of them had an active Facebook profile. They were spending one-third of
their online browsing time on the social networking site.

Excessive online social
networking is not only
addictive but can be
associated with other
disorders involving poor
impulse control that can

lead to substance abuse, a
new research shows.

In a study involving 292
undergraduate students
- 18 years and older,
psychologist Julia Hormes

from the University
at Albany, New York,
evaluated them on criteria
commonly used to assess
alcohol addiction.

Nearly 90 per cent of them
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had an active Facebook
profile. They were
spending one-third of their
online browsing time on
the social networking site.

About 10 per cent of
users experienced what
researchers classified
as “disordered social
networking use”.

“These participants
reported addiction-like
behavior and showed
irritability when they were
without access to Facebook

and an increase in use over
time,” researchers said.

This group also had
problems with poor
impulse control which is
a risk factor for substance
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addiction.

According to Hormes,
the research may help
categorize disordered
social networking as a
behavioral addiction.

Muslims were at
the forefront of almost
all sciences, making great
discoveries and inventions.

Some of them are:
o |bn Sina:

Better known to us by the
Western name given to him,
Avicenna, Ibn Sina was born
in Uzbekistan. His expertise
spanned over many
fields. He wrote almost
450 treatises on subjects
ranging from mathematics,
geometry to medicine and
astronomy.

His book, ‘The Law of
Medicine’, is considered
to be one of the most
famous books in the history
of medicine. The book
provides a comprehensive
system of medicine and was
used as a standard text-
book for medical education
for many years in Europe.
Dr. William Osler, the Father
of modern medicine wrote
that the work of Ibn Sina
has remained “a medical
bible for a longer time than
any other work.”

Al Jazari:

Considered the father
of modern engineering,
Al Jazari was a Turkish
national. He occupies a
special place in the history
of Muslim origins of modern
automation and robotics.

He is best known for

his book ‘The Book of
Knowledge of Ingenious
Mechanical Device,
‘where he described 100
mechanical devices, some
80 of which are trick vessels
of various kinds, along with
instructions on how to
construct them.

He is the inventor of the
Cam Shaft, the Crank
Shaft, double-action
suction pumps and the flush
systems used in modern d
ay toilets.

British engineer and
historian of science and
technology, Donald R. Hill
wrote, “It is impossible
to over-emphasize the
importance of Al-Jazari’s
work in the history of
engineering. It provides a
wealth of instructions for
design, manufacture and
assembly of machines.”

« Jabir ibn Hayyan:

Again better known as
Geber, the Western name
given to him, Jabir ibn
Hayyan was a Persian
whose expertise spanned
a significant number of
different subject areas. He
was a chemist, alchemist,
astronomer, engineer,
geographer, philosopher,
pharmacist and physician.
Also known as the Father
of chemistry, Jabir ibn
Hayyan defined the concept
of Atom, which John
Dalton, the English chemist
discovered much later.

His books were translated
into Latin and became
standard texts for European
chemists.

The Osaka imam who

represents Islam’s
growth in Japan

Islam has gradually put down roots in Japan.
There are now around 60 mosques

An Egyptian legal scholar
based in Ibaraki, Osaka
Prefecture, says he is
working to increase
understanding between
the Japanese people and
the more than 100,000
Muslims who live among
them.

Islam has gradually put
down roots in Japan.
There are now around 60
mosques, many of them
established in former
private homes.

The imam of one such
mosque and a central
figure in the Japan
Halal Association, says
awareness of the faith is
on the rise.

Not only are there more
restaurants serving
halal meals cooked in
accordance with Islamic
dietary laws, but waiters
at non-halal restaurants
often ask Muslim customers
about their needs, he said.

There were only a few
mosques in post world war
Il Japan, but the oldest,
founded in 1935, was in
Kobe.

Muslims began arriving in
significant numbers during
Japan’s late-1980s bubble

economy, in search of
jobs. They included young
people from Pakistan and
Indonesia.

Some of them subsequently
married Japanese citizens
and became permanent
residents. They then began
raising funds to convert
ordinary homes into
mosques and community
centers, or to buy low-cost
prefabricated homes for

the same purpose.

That was the environment
which was found in Kobe
when this Imam found
when he arrived there.
Over the course of the
10 years he spent in Kobe
he saw an increase in
Japanese people adopting
Islam after marrying
Muslims or otherwise being
exposed to Islamic culture.

“l have witnessed around
600 Japanese citizens
converting to Islam,” he
said.

Following the Sept. 11,
2001, attacks in the United
States, the Kobe mosque
received a number of
telephone calls denouncing
Islam. He would speak with
the callers calmly, saying:
“We have nothing to hide.
Please come here and talk

with us.”

Islam has various
disciplines that seem far
removed from Japanese
dietary traditions, such as
a ban on the consumption
of pork and alcohol.

“Deference is the most
important thing for mutual
understanding,” he added.
“Respect as friends creates
a peaceful society.”

Scores of People Trampled
to Death During Shanghai
New Year’s Eve Celebration

At least 36 New Year’s
Eve revelers were crushed
to death and dozens
more injured when a
stampede broke out half
an hour before midnight
on a crowded stretch of
riverfront in downtown
Shanghai’s historic Bund
area in China.

Officials could not
immediately determine
what triggered the surge
of partygoers at Chen Yi
Square at the Bund, but
early reports suggested
that a confetti of nightclub
coupons flung from the

third-story window of a
nearby building prompted
a mad scramble for what
appeared to be cash.

“It’s too cruel,” Cui
Tingting, 27, who initially
grabbed at the coupons
but tossed them aside
after discovering they
were not dollar bills.
“People in front of us had
already fallen to the floor
and others were stepping
all over them”. Police are
very much confused on
what caused such a tragedy
even though a detailed
organizational plan for

handling such a crowd was
in place. Investigations are
on-going to determine the
chain of events.
