Catholic Priest Wakes Up From Coma
After 17 Months, Converts To Islam

A catholic priest from the island of Java, Indonesia wakes up from a 17 month long coma and
converts to Islam after the claims that Allah c spoke to him.

A catholic priest from the
island of Java in Indonesia
who has woken up from a
17 month long coma has
converted himself to Islam
after the man claims Allah
spoke to him and showed
him “the beauty of the
heavens”.

The 87-year old priest
from Spain has lived and
preached on the island
of Jakarta for more than
43 years and is fluent
in Javanese and various

dialects of the different
ethnic groups of the island
and is a well known and
respected figure amongst
all religious groups of the
area.

The man who has suffered
a cardiac arrest while
helping local volunteers
to fix the roof of his
own church and fell an
incredible two stories high
has managed to survive
and come out of his coma,
in brittle shape, yet a

changed man

“I know nothing of Islam.

Never once have | read
the Quran but God spoke

to me and asked me to
follow him to the heavens

and the Holy light shone

through my entire being
and behold the golden
gates of heaven appeared
before me and God told
me his name and it was
Allah” told the newly
convert to a journalist of
the Kalimantan Press.

The man who miraculously
suffers no spinal injury
should be able towalk soon,
admits the physician who
took care of him at South
Jakarta’s Metropolitan
Medical Centre. “This must

be the strongest 80-year
old | have ever seen. His
bones should be smashed
to pieces” ponders Jim Won
May, who has practiced
medicine for over twenty
years.

His conversion to Islam
took most of his church
followers by surprise,
but interestingly enough,
already half of his Christian
followers have showed
interest in converting
to Islam.

It's Official: Mormon
Founder Had Up to 40 Wives

Mormon leaders have
acknowledged for

the first time that
the church’s founder

and prophet, Joseph
Smith, portrayed in
church materials as
a loyal partner to his
loving spouse Emma,
took as many as 40
wives, some already
married and one only

14 years old.

The church’s disclosures,
in a series of essays online,
are part of an effort to

be transparent about its
history at a time when
church  members are
increasingly encountering
disturbing claims about
the faith on the Internet.
Many Mormons, especially
those with polygamous
ancestors, say they were
well aware that Smith’s
successor, Brigham Young,

practiced polygamy when
he led the flock in Salt
Lake City. But they did not
know the full truth about
Smith.

“Joseph Smith was
presented to me as
a  practically perfect

prophet, and this is true
for a lot of people,” said
Emily Jensen, a blogger
and editor in Farmington,
Utah, who often writes
about Mormon issues.

She said the reaction
of some Mormons to
the church’s disclosures
resembled the five stages
of grief in which the first
stage is denial, and the
second is anger. Members
are saying on blogs and
social media, “This is not
the church | grew up with,
this is not the Joseph Smith
| love,” Ms. Jensen said.

These beliefs have also
been condemned in several
Ahadith:

‘There is no superstitious
owl, bird, no star promising
rain, no bad omen in the
month of Safar.” (Sahih
Bukhari)

‘There is no bad omen in
the month of Safar and
Ghouls (evil spirits). (Sahih
Muslim)

‘The descending of illness

and evil superstitions
befalling in the month
of Safar is untrue.’(Sahih
Muslim)

These incorrect beliefs
flow from the pre-Islamic
period of Ignorance. With
the advent of Islam and the
teachings of our beloved
Prophet g, all evil and
incorrect beliefs common
in pre-Islamic times were
discarded.

Unfortunately today too,
there are some Muslims
who hold incorrect beliefs
regarding the month of
Safar, such as:

e A nikkah performed in
this month would not be
successful.

e This month is full of
misfortune and calamities.

e To commence any
important task during this
month will bring it bad
luck.

e The 1st till the 13th of
Safar are days of ill fortune
and evil, etc.

As true Muslims we should
give up all incorrect beliefs
regarding the month of
Safar. We must understand
and believe that all good
or bad befalls us on the
command of Allah < only.

May Allah < increase our
understanding of our Deen
and keep us on the right
path. Ameen.
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3. Similarly, Muslims are

Have you ever wondered
about the issue of
celebrating or partaking
in  Non-Muslim holidays,
fegtivals and celebrations?
What is the Islamic
ruling regarding this? Is it
permissible, is it disliked,
is it impermissible? Is there
a difference of opinion on
this matter? The following
article attempts to answer
these questions.

1. Greeting the Non-
Muslims on Christmas and
other similar holidays of
theirs is Haraam by Ittifaaq
(consensus of the scholars),
as Shaykh-ul-Islaam Ibn al-
Qayyim said in Ahkaam Ahl
adh-Dhimmabh:

“Congratulating the
Kuffaar on the rituals
that belong to them
is prohibited by consensus,
as is congratulating them
on their festivals by saying
‘A happy festival to you’
or ‘May you enjoy your
festival,” and so on..”

2. It is prohibited for
a Muslim to accept
invitations on such
occasions, because this is
worse than congratulating
them, as it implies taking
part in their celebrations.

forbidden to imitate
the Non-Muslims by having
parties on such occasions,
or exchanging gifts, or
giving out sweets or food,
or taking time off work,
etc. because our beloved
Prophet g said:

“If one imitates another
nation or people, he will
be from them.” [Reported
by Imaam Abu-Daawud]

Ibn  Taymiyyah, in his
beautiful and monumental
book Iqtidaa’ as-Siraat al-
Mustageem Mukhaalafatu
Ashaab’il-Jaheem (In
Pursuit of the Straight
Path by Contradicting the
People of the Hellfire),
said:

“Imitating them in some of
their festivals implies that
one is pleased with their
false beliefs and practices,
and gives them the hope
that they may have the
opportunity to mislead the
weak.”

Therefore, whoever does
anything of this sort is a
sinner, even if he does it out
of politeness, friendliness,
shyness, or for whatever
other reason, because this

a Nonz %

o -
is hypocrisy in Islam and
it makes the Non-Muslims
feel proud of their ways
and festivals.

2, Our Holy Prophet g
also explicitly expressed
his desire to contradict
the ways, celebrations,
and fegtivities of the non-
Muslims. He used to fast on
Saturdays and on Sundays,
and he would say: “These
are two days of Eid for the
Mushrikoon. So | love to
oppose them (contradict
them, differ from them) in
thesetwo.”

So, for the pagans,
Saturday and Sunday was
a special holiday for them,
a Eid. On these days they
would party, celebrate,
relax, enjoy, dance, sing.
And in and of itself, there’s
nothing wrong with relaxing
on Saturday or Sunday,
but the mere fact that
the Pagans used to do this,
was enough reason for our
beloved Prophet g to
differ from their practice
and not imitate them and
fast on these days (to show
his indifference and his
disregard for their Eid).

What if he saw his Ummah
actually having Christmas

trees and lights, imitating
the Kuffaar and making
these Eids of the
disbelievers a part of their
lives?

Fully indulging, forget
contradicting and trying
to differ from them, the
Muslims are not even
shunning their practices,
but are rather completely
participating in  their
traditions! “Followers” of
Muhammad g as they
claim, but yet we see them
exchanging Christmas
cards and presents with the
Non Muslims and making
Thanksgiving turkeys. On
top of all of this, they
are even allowing their
children to go and partake
with  them in trick-or-
treating and Halloween-
related events.

3. Ibn al-Qayyim said in
his book, Ahkaam  Ahl
adh-Dhimmah, “It is not
permissible for the Muslims
to attend the festivals of
the disbelievers, according
to the consensus of the
scholars whose words carry
weight.

The Fugahaa’ who follow
the four schools of thought
have stated this clearly

in their books. Al-Bayhaqi
narrated with an authentic
isnaad from Hazrat Umar
ibn al-Khattaab h that he
said:

“Do not enter upon
the disbelievers on the day
of their festival, for divine
wrath is descending upon
them.”

And Hazrat Umar h also
said:

“Avoid the enemies of Allah
C on their festivals.”

Now, ask yourselves this:
Are you imitating our
Prophet g more in your
life, or are you abandoning
his Sunnah? Forget about
whether it’s obligatory or
recommended. This isn’t
a Figh issue. It’s an issue
of: Do you really love the
Prophet Muhammad g
such that you will strive to
imitate him in every aspect
of your life? Or are you
imitating the Non-Muslims
more in your life? Do you
imitate their traditions
more than the traditions of
your Prophet g9? Who do
you wish to be resurrected
amongst? You will be with
those whom you love.
