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If one googles the meaning
of the word sacrifice, animal
sacrifice will be one meaning
definitely showing up. But a
meaning that encompasses
the true nature of the
act is: Give up something
valued for the sake of others
consideration. A sacrifice,
usually taken to be the
slaughtering of animals,
is more than that. The
physical act of sacrificing of
the animals is just a ritual,
is just a tradition and is just
a sacred practice whereas
the essence lies far beyond
it and the spirit of it goes

far beyond common human
perception.

The act symbolizes our
will to give up some of our
own bounties, in order to
strengthen ties of friendship
and help those who are in
need. It is to train us how
to surrender ourselves to
the will of Allah & for the
sake of serving humanity. We
recognize that all blessings
come from Allah &2, and we
should open our heart and
share with others.

Eid al-Adha is celebrated for
certain number of days but

its impact is required to last
the entire year. Eid al-Adha
is like a symbolic rehearsal
of high values and it is
essential that these values
be translated into practical
life all the year round. We
must be reminded all the
moments of our living by
how religiously we have
gone through the act of
sacrificing.

Perhaps, most of us think
of the spiritual sacrifice as
giving something up, but we
have to look inside ourselves
to see why we are sacrificing
something in the first place.

In fact, sacrifice is an act
of submission to Allah &&.
It is to submit to the will
of the Almighty. Sometimes
Allah &2 asks us to sacrifice
something important to us
in order to learn that there
is something greater beyond
it. But sadly we fail to
translate the essence of its
sacrificial values in our life!

Furthermore, we need to
practice the spiritual effect
of sacrifice so that we
learn to rely on Allah’s&
provisions rather than the
things we have built for
ourselves. It is a part of
submitting to Him.

Eid is also a day on which
Muslims remember the
deceased, visit the sick,
see relatives and friends,
overlook grudges, help the

needy and show kindness
and generosity to all.

Overcoming the common
grievances against each
other that prevent our
mutual co-existence is the
ultimate spirit of sacrifice.
It is also a day for rejoicing
by getting involved in a
good, clean and honest
enjoyment.

Sacrifices contribute to the
success of our struggle.
They strengthen our inner
spiritual and moral resources
and develop qualities
of character which are
essential to our struggle at
every level of our existence.

Every act of sacrifice
nourishes and increases our
Imaan, that is to say ‘Faith’,
for it transforms a verbal
confession and a mental
conviction into a living
reality. It confirms, and
thus increases, our love for
Allah#, for every step we
give up something for the
sake of his love.

It reinforces our loyalty
and faithfulness to Allah
& for all other loyalties
become secondary as they
are sacrificed for the sake
of this loyalty. In short,
sacrifices bring us nearer
to Allah and develop a sort
of invisible communication
with the Creator. It makes us
feel stronger and firmer.

The process is mutually
interactive: the stronger the
faith, the greater the will
and capacity to sacrifice,
the greater the sacrifices,
the more internalized and
deeper the faith. That is
indeed the secret of our
good and balanced living.

Sacrifices are essential for
the development of all moral
qualities, but especially
for the development
of tolerance, strength,
determination, firmness
and purpose. These can be
summed up in just one word
patience (Sabr).

Every sacrifice reinforces
the quality of patience,
making it grow in quality and
strength. Forbearance, in
turn, sustains and increases
the capacity to sacrifice.

All promises of help from
Allah &%, all assurances of
success in this world and
rewards in the Hereafter,
have been made conditional
upon the attainment of
sacrifice and patience.

Indeed, sacrifice is the
essence of life and we should
leave no stone unturned to
sacrifice our money, comfort
and time for the sake of
Allah #2. We should make
an effort to live truly to the
expectations of the spirit of
sacrifice that the festival of
Eid al-Adha stands for.

Allah & has granted
intellect to human beings.
The intellect entails
responsibility. The more
intellect a person has, the
more he/she is responsible.

When the intellect is missing,
the responsibility is also
not there. Little children
are not held responsible,
because their intellect has
not yet developed. The
insane are not responsible,
because they have lost
the intellectual capacity.
However, part of our being
human is also that we
make mistakes. Sometime
we make mistakes without

deliberation and intention.
But sometime we knowingly
and deliberately sin and do
wrong to others.

Itis said: “Toerrishumanand
to forgive is divine.” Both
parts of this statement are
very true. As human beings
we are responsible, but we
do also make mistakes and
we are constantly in need
of forgiveness. Islam speaks
about two elements of
forgiveness: a) Allah (SWT’s)
forgiveness; b) Human
forgiveness. We need both,
because we do wrong in our
relations to Allah &2 as well
as in our relations to each
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There are many names of
Allah &2 given in the Quran.
Some of these names are
related to His mercy and
forgiveness. Let us look at
some of these names:

1. Al-Ghafoor (The Most
Forgiving): This name occurs
in the Quran more than
70 times. There are other
names from the same root,
such as Ghafir and Ghaffar.
The meaning of the Arabic
word “ghafara” is to cover,
to hide and from it comes
the meaning “to excuse,”
“to pardon,” “to remit”
and “to forgive.” Allah &
does all these things. In the
Quran, it is mentioned that
God does not forgive the
Shirk (without repentance)
but He may forgive every
other sin for whomsoever He
wills. We must turn to Allah
%5 to seek His forgiveness.

This
name occurs in the Quran
five times. Literally, the
word ‘Aufw means “to
release,” “to heal,” “to
restore,” “to remit.” Thus in
relation to Allah & it means
“to release us from the
burden of punishment due
to our sins and mistakes; to
restore our honor after we
have dishonored ourselves by
committing sins and making
mistakes.” Sometimes in the
Quran both names, Afuw and
Ghafoor, come together.

3. Al-Tawwab (The Acceptor
of Repentance): This name
of Allah & is mentioned
in the Quran about 11
times. Allah ¥ accepts
repentance of those who
sincerely repent and turn to
Him. The word “tawwab”
gives the sense of “oft-
returning,” which means
that He again and again
accepts the repentance.
We make sins and mistakes

then we repent, He accepts
our repentance. Then again
we commit sins and make
mistakes and when we
repent, He again very kindly
accepts us and gives us
another chance.

4, Al-Haleem (The Clement):
This name is mentioned
fifteen times in the Quran.
This means that Allah & is
not quick to judgment. He
gives time. He forebears and
is patient to see His servant
return to Him.

5. Al-Rahman and Al-
Rahim (The Most Merciful
and Compassionate):
These names are the
most frequently used in
the Quran. Al-Rahman is
mentioned 57 times and Al-
Raheem is mentioned 115
times. Al-Rahman indicates
that Allah (SWT’s) mercy is
abundant and plenty and Al-
Raheem indicates that this
is always the case with Him.
Allah & is full of love and
mercy and is ever Merciful.

The Quran teaches that Allah
&5 is a Judge and He also
punishes, but Allah & is not
bound to punish. The justice
of Allah #&, according to
Quran is that He does not
and will not inflict undue
punishment on any person.
He will not ignore the good
of any person. But if He
wishes to forgive any sinner,
He has full freedom to do
that. His mercy is unlimited
and His love is infinite.

But she reiterated her stance that blocking refugees based on their religion was misguided.

“What | continue to think is wrong is that some say, ‘We generally don’t want Muslims
in our country, regardless of whether there’s a humanitarian need or not,’” she said.
“We’re going to have to keep discussing that.”

Her comments come almost a year after Merkel’s decision to allow hundreds of thousands
of migrants stuck in other European countries to come to Germany.

That move prompted a further wave of migration through the Balkans that culminated
in the daily arrival of more than 10,000 asylum-seekers at German borders at one point.

Officials have spoken of more than a million arrivals in 2015, but Germany’s top migration
official said the actual figure was likely lower once duplicate registrations and people
who traveled on to other countries are excluded.

In Germany, anti-migrant feeling has increased too. A nationalist party to the right of
Merkel’s Christian Democrats has received a surge in support, and the chancellor has
seen her popularity ratings fall.
