Turkey hosts more than three
million refugees, mostly
from Syria

Turkish president
RecepTayyip Erdogan has
announced that some Syrian
and Iraqi refugees who pass
a screening process will be
granted Turkish citizenship.

In a speech broadcast on
television, Erdogan said that
security checks would be

carried out to determine who
among the millions who fled
war in their home countries
were eligible for citizenship.

“Our interior ministry is
carrying out work, and under
this work, some of them will
be granted our nationality
after all the necessary
checks have been carried
out,” he said.

“There are highly qualified
people among them, there
are engineers, lawyers,
doctors. Let’s make use of
that talent ... Instead of

letting them work illegally
here and there, let’s give
them the chance to work as
citizens like the children of
this nation.”

Erdogan added that the
interior ministry “is ready
to implement the measure
at any time”. But he gave
no further details, notably
about how many would gain
Turkish nationality.

According to Turkish
government figures, the
country is hosting more than
three million Syrians and
Iragis who have fled conflict.

The Turkish leader outlined
a naturalisation plan last
summer but the idea was
met with angry protests and
xenophobic comments on
social media.

13.5 million people in Syria need humanitarian assistance
due to a violent civil war that began in 2011.
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4.8 million Syrians are
refugees, and 6.1 million are
displaced within Syria; half of
those affected are children.

Children affected by the
Syrian conflict are at risk of
becoming ill, malnourished,
abused, or exploited. Millions
have been forced to quit
school.

Most Syrian refugees remain
in the Middle East, in Turkey,
Lebanon, Jordan, Iraqg, and
Egypt; slightly more than 10
percent of the refugees have
fled to Europe.

“The children of Syria have
experienced more hardship,
devastation, and violence
than any child should have
to in a thousand lifetimes,”
says Dr. Christine Latif, World
Vision’s response manager
for Turkey and northern
Syria.

Why are Syrians leaving their
homes?

Violence: Since the Syrian
civil war began in 2011, as
many as 386,000 people
have been killed, including
nearly 14,000 children, says
the Syrian Observatory for
Human Rights. The war has
become more deadly since
foreign powers joined the
conflict.

Collapsed infrastructure:
Within Syria, 95 percent
of people lack adequate
healthcare, 70 percent
lack regular access to clean
water. Half the children are
out of school. The economy
is shattered and four-fifths
of the population lives in
poverty.

Children in danger and
distress: Syrian children
— the nation’s hope for a
better future — have lost
loved ones, suffered injuries,
missed years of schooling,
and witnessed unspeakable
violence and brutality.
Warring parties forcibly
recruit children to serve as
fighters, human shields, and
in support roles, according to
the U.S. State Department.

Most refugees from Syria are
still in the region. They’ve
fled violence and sought
refuge in Turkey, Lebanon,
Jordan, lIraq, and Egypt.
Around 10 percent are taking
the dangerous journey to
Europe.

Pakistan- The Fastest Growing
Muslim Economy in 2017

According to ‘The Economist magazine’ the financial
indicators published suggest that Pakistan is the fastest

growing Muslim economy of the world.

Pakistan’s estimated GDP
growth - 5.3% - is also
ahead of 4% GDP growth of
Israel. This makes Pakistan
world’s fifth fastest-
growing economy in the
world, only behind India
and China and two other

countries.

The live data, which is
updated twice-daily,
is published on The
Economist website in the
form of an interactive
table of economic and
financial indicators. This
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data reinforces a Harvard
University study which
Bredicted Pakistan to grow
y more than 5% in the
next decade.
