Muslim boys who insulted

memorize verses of Quran
that honor Jesus

Unique sentencing from Christian judge in Lebanon, where
insulting religion can be punishable by up to three years in
prison, praised as message of coexistence

Three Lebanese teenagers
who were hauled before
a court on charges of
insulting Christianity have
been handed the unusual
sentence of studying the
references to the Virgin
Mary found in the Quran.

Christian judge Joceline
Matta found the Muslim
boys guilty of ‘contempt of
religion’ for insulting the
Christianity. The charge,

which covers verbal insults
or physical defiling of
religious rites and objects,
can be punishable by up to
three years in prison.

However, when reading out
her verdict in court in the
northern city of Tripoli last
week, the Justice said that
she wanted the teenagers
to learn about Islam’s
reverence for Virgin Mary
calling the law “a school
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and not just a prison”.

Islam also regards Jesus
as a major prophet of
Allah. Mary is honored
in several Islamic texts,
including the Al-Omran
surah, which reads “And
[mention] when the angels
said, ‘O Mary, indeed
Allah has chosen you and
purified you and chosen
you above the women of
the worlds.””

A chapter of the Quran
is named after her -
which Judge Matta said
showed revealed the boys’
ignorance of their own
religion.

Myanmar bulldozes what

is left of Rohingya Muslim

villages

First, their villages were burned to the ground. Now, Myanmar’s
government is using bulldozers to erase them from the earth.

Satellite images of
Myanmar’s troubled
Rakhine state show that
dozens of empty villages
and hamlets have been
leveled by authorities in
recent weeks — far more
than previously reported.

The villages were all
set ablaze in the wake
of violence last August,
when a brutal clearance
operation by security
forces drove hundreds of
thousands of Rohingya into
exile in Bangladesh.

While Myanmar’s
government claims it’s
simply trying to rebuild
a devastated region, the
operation has raised deep
concern among human
rights advocates, who
say the government is
destroying what amounts
to scores of crime scenes
before any credible
investigation takes place.

The operation has also
horrified the Rohingya, who
believe the government is
intentionally eviscerating
the dwindling remnants
of their culture to make it
nearly impossible for them
to return.

One displaced Rohingya
woman, whose village was
among those razed, said
she recently visited her
former home in Myin Hlut
and was shocked by what
she saw. Most houses had
been torched last year,
but now, “everything is
gone, not even the trees
are left,” the woman,
named Zubairia, told by

could hardly recognize it.”

The 18-year-old said other
homes in the same area
that had been abandoned
but not damaged were

It can be difficult for Mus-
lims to grasp this principle
especially when they are af-
fected by Western concepts
that promote selfishness
and irresponsibility towards
others. Giving without ex-
pecting anything in return is
uncommon in the West
even amongst friends.

Imam Bukhari narrated that
the Prophet (SAW) said,
“None amongst you believes
(truly) till one likes for his
brother, that which he loves
for his himself.”

Concealing the Faults of
Friends - It is important to
conceal the faults of a friend.
This does not mean that we
ignore them; it means that
we advise our brothers of
their faults in private and
help them overcome their
shortcomings.

Hazrat Abu Hurayrah (RDA)
narrated that the Prophet
(SAW) said: “He who con-
ceals (the faults) of a Mus-
lim, Allah would conceal his
faults in the world and in the

8. Mexico City

Water shortages are
nothing new for many of
the 21 million inhabitants
of the Mexican capital.

One in five get just a few
hours from their taps a
week and another 20%
have running water for
just part of the day.

The city imports as much
as 40% of its water from
distant sources but has
no large-scale operation
for recycling wastewater.
Water losses because
of problems in the
pipe network are also
estimated at 40%.

9. London

Of all the cities in the
world, London is not the
first that springs to mind
when one thinks of water
shortages.

The reality is very
different. With an
average annual rainfall of
about 600mm (less than
the Paris average and only
about half that of New
York), London draws 80%
of its water from rivers
(the Thames and Lea).

According to the Greater
London Authority, the
city is pushing close to
capacity and is likely to
have supply problems
by 2025 and “serious
shortages” by 2040.

It looks likely that
hosepipe bans could
become more common in
the future.

Prohibition of Backbiting,
Slander, Envy, Jealousy &
Grudges - The relationship
of friendship is one of trust
as a good Muslim is trust-
worthy and not deceitful. He
does not betray nor back-
bite. In reality this makes the
relationship between
friends in Islam stronger
than friendship according to
Western concepts as there is
no constant worry about
whether vyour friend is
speaking ill of you to other
people or betraying you. Is-
lam has prohibited backbit-
ing and slander - thus re-
moving the cause of
suspicion and doubt
amongst people:

“O you who believe! Avoid
much suspicions, indeed
some suspicions are sins.
And spy not, neither back-
bite one another. Would one
of you love to eat the flesh
of his dead brother. You ab-
hor that (so abhor the oth-
er)! And keep your duty to
Allah. Lo! Allah is Relenting,
Merciful.” [Quran, 49:12]

Islam also forbids envy and
jealousy which are the com-
mon causes of problems
amongst friends.

The Prophet (SAW) said: “Do
not have malice against a
Muslim; do not be envious
of other Muslims; do not go
against a Muslim and for-
sake him. Oh the slaves of
Allah! Be like brothers with
each other. It is not violable
for a Muslim to desert his
brother for over three days.”
[Muslim & Tirmidhi]

10. Tokyo

The Japanese capital
enjoys precipitation levels
similar to that of Seattle
on the US west coast,
which has a reputation for
rain. Rainfall, however, is
concentrated during just
four months of the year.

That water needs to be
collected, as a drier-than-
expected rainy season
could lead to a drought.
At least 750 private and
public buildings in Tokyo
have rainwater collection
and utilization systems.

Home to more than 30
million people, Tokyo
has a water system that
depends 70% on surface
water (rivers, lakes, and
melted snow).

Recent investment in the
pipeline infrastructure
aims also to reduce waste
by leakage to only 3% in
the near future.

11. Miami

The US state of Florida is
among the five US states
most hit by rain every
year. However, there is a
crisis brewing in its most
famous city, Miami.

An early 20th Century
project to drain
nearby swamps had
an unforeseen result;
water from the Atlantic
Ocean contaminated
the Biscayne Aquifer, the
city’s main source of fresh
water.

Although the problem
was detected in the
1930s, seawater still leaks
in, especially because
the American city has
experienced faster
rates of sea level rise,
with water breaching
underground defense
barriers installed in
recent decades.

Neighboring cities are
already struggling.
Hallandale Beach, which
is just a few miles north
of Miami, had to close six
of its eight wells due to
saltwater intrusion.

August after Rohingya insurgents launched a series of unprecedented attacks on
security posts.

The government has spoken of plans to rebuild the region for months, and it
has been busily expanding roads, repairing bridges, and constructing shelters,
including dozens at a large transit camp at Taungpyo, near the Bangladesh border.
The camp opened in January to house returning refugees; but none have arrived
and Rohingya have continued to flee.

Chris Lewa, whose Arakan Project monitors the persecuted Muslim minority’s
plight, said the degree to which the villages had been razed would make it even
harder for the Rohingya, who have no citizenship and few rights, to ever reclaim
their land.

“Everything is wiped away, and this is very concerning, because these are crime
scenes,” he said. “There’s been no credible investigation of these crimes. And so,
