You cannot confirm if you
have coronavirus with this
breathing exercise, which
can even be dangerous for
you. The best way to con-
firm if you have the virus
producing COVID-19 dis-
ease is with a laboratory
test.

Recently, Hindu right-
wing forces in India forced
a leading firm to withdraw
its festive season adver-
tisement after it featured a

couple of words from the
Urdu language, which in
the popular imagination in
the country is a “Muslim
language”.

The company, issued an
advertisement for Diwali
- a significant Hindu fes-
tival that falls next month
— showcasing its latest col-
lection of clothes. The text
at the top read: “Jashn-e-
Rivaaz”.

“Jashn” in Urdu means
a celebration while “Ri
waaz”, which is actually
“Riwaaj”, means tradition.
The title translated to “A
Celebration of Tradition”.
But a young parliamentar-
ian belonging to Prime Mi
nisterNarendraModi’sBh
aratiyaJanata Party (BJP),
who often makes head-
lines for his Islamophobic
remarks, was not happy.
“Deepavali is not Jashn-e-
Riwaaz,” the 30-year-old
posted on Twitter, calling
Diwali by its more tradi-
tional name.

“This deliberate attempt of
Abrahamisation of Hindu

festivals, depicting models
without traditional Hindu
attires, must be called out.”
The firm is a household
name in India and sells
clothes, furniture, home
furnishings and  food
items. It has hundreds of
showrooms across the vast
country and abroad.

He said the company
“must face economic costs
for such deliberate misad-
ventures”.

Soon, other members of
the BJP and other Hindu
nationalist groups started
attacking FabIndia on so-
cial media, accusing the
brand of “hurting” the re-
ligious sentiments of Hin-
dus.

“The Hindutva project
sees Urdu as a ‘Muslim’
language. And invisibilis-
ing Urdu is part of the larg-
er project of marginalising
the Muslim community, in
fact, physically eliminat-
ing it,” a professor at the
Centre for Political Studies
at New Delhi’s Jawaharlal
Nehru University, said.
